Feis Rules  

• This Feis is run under the Rules of An Chomhdháil 
• Age as 1st January 2025. 
• Enteries will only be accepted from WeFeis App. All fees are non-refundable.  
• Only those dancers that have pre-registered are eligible to attend. No entries will be 

accepted after the closing date.  
• The Adjudicator’s decision is final. 
• The An Chomhdháil social media and GDPR policy will apply during the competitions and 

presentations. 
• Confined Reel - confined to all dancers who have not yet won a championship Under 9 over 

a light and heavy round or  Under 10 upwards a 3 Adjudicator Championship. 
• Open Under 7 & under 8 will have a choice in an open reel cup OR Open Championship of  

reel and heavy jig. Dancers may ONLY compete in open reel cup OR Open championship.  
• Dancers may only dance in one grade per dance 
• The Championship Under 7 to Under 9 involves 2 rounds (solos are incorporated into the 

Championship) and adjudicated by 1 adjudicator. 
• The Championship from Under 10 to Senior involves 2 rounds (solos are incorporated in 

the Championship) and adjudicated by 3 adjudicators. 
• To be eligible to compete in Championship or Perpetual Trophy Competitions competitors 

must have competed in at least one Open solo competition excluding treble reel and both 
solos in Championship. 

• Solo costumes may not be worn in any competition up to and including under 9 
• No changing of costumes in any location within the Diamond Centre. 
• Dancers up to under 12 are prohibited from wearing make-up. All dancers are prohibited 

from wearing glitter on their face. 
• No photography to be used during competitions either by video, mobile or camera. 
• The front row is reserved for qualified Teachers (TCRGs) 
• In over 10 Beginner and Pre-Open grades, the competition will be split depending on 

numbers.  
• The Over 14, U18 & Over 18 competitions may be split depending on numbers.   
• Dancers should be ready to dance 15 minutes before allocated slot.
